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Request for Commercial Filming 

Smith’s appreciates the value of the commercial film and television industry and we thank you for what you bring to our community’s economy. 

Because a grocery store seems to be popular filming location we receive numerous requests to film in our stores. Regrettably, we are unable to favorably respond to most requests because 1) the filming interferes with our core business of providing access to all products to our customers whenever our stores are open and 2) the amount of time it takes to effectively coordinate the details, accommodate changes and put the store back in order.

To Request a Smith’s Store for a Filming Location

1) You must be prepared to provide a certificate of liability insurance for a minimum of $2 million; allow sufficient time for Smith’s attorney to review the location agreement; and be willing to contribute $1,000 as a location fee ($500 to a local charity of the store’s choice and $500 made payable to the store employee fund) to be received prior to the filming. 

2) You must agree that normal business may not be interrupted either by stopping traffic within the store, turning off the overhead sound, or by moving products or signs. 

3) Send us a written request summarizing the film’s story and a description of the scene. Include which store location, dates, times, and the particular area within the store you wish to use, as well as information on the lighting you would use. Send to publicaffairs@sfdc.com.
